	Microscope Part

	A
	Ocular Lens: Magnifies the image 10X

	B
	Body Tube: Holds the eyepiece at the proper working distance

	C
	Arm:  Used to carry the microscope

	D
	Objective Lens:  three lenses that magnify the object: Low (4X) Med (10X) and High (40X)

	E
	Stage: platform that supports the slide

	F
	Coarse Adjustment knob: Used to focus on LOW power

	G
	Fine Adjustment Knob: Used to focus on MED and HIGH power

	H
	Base:  to support the microscope.  USED TO CARRY the scope.

	I
	Light Source:  directs light through the speciment

	J
	Diaphragm:  to control the amount of light that enters the lens

	K
	Condensor lens:  directs light to the object

	L
	Stage Clips:  holds the slide in place

	M
	Revolving Nose Piece:  allows to change objective lenses.
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
